» Over the last seven games, redshirt junior Kennedy Brooks is averaging 113.3 rushing yards and has run for six
touchdowns. Brooks has 1,111 rushing yards on the season, making him just the fourth Sooner to run for at least
1,000 yards in three separate seasons. The others were De’'Mond Parker (1996-98), Adrian Peterson (2004-06) and
Samaje Perine (2014-16). Brooks has 3,178 career rushing yards to rank 10th in OU history.

» OU ranks first nationally this season with its 96.4% score rate in the red zone (54 scores on 56 trips). Forty-three
of its 54 red zone scores (79.6%) have been touchdowns. The 54 red zone scores are seventh most in the country
and the 43 red zone TDs are fourth most. The Sooners' streak of 44 consecutive red zone conversions ended with
a missed field goal in the second quarter against lowa State two games ago. Oregon has scored on 46 of its 55 red
zone trips this season (83.6% to rank 71st; 38 TDs).

P OU is tied for the national lead with its 21 forced fumbles and is tied for sixth with 12 fumble recoveries. The
Sooners had three forced fumbles and three fumble recoveries all of last season. Conversely, OU has lost just three
fumbles on offense this season. Oregon has lost six fumbles this year.

» The Sooners will be without their leading tackler and their three sack leaders against Oregon, as linebacker Brian
Asamoah, defensive lineman Isaiah Thomas, outside linebacker Nik Bonitto and defensive lineman Perrion Winfrey
each declared for the 2022 NFL Draft and opted out of the Alamo Bowl. Asamoah paced the squad with 90 tackles
(next most is 71), while Thomas ranks fifth in the Big 12 with 8.0 sacks, Bonitto is tied for sixth with 7.0 and Winfrey
is tied for 12th with 5.5. Since the start of the 2020 season, Thomas (24.5 and 16.5) and Bonitto (25.5 and 15.0)
combined for 50.0 tackles for loss and 31.5 sacks. The 50.0 combined tackles for loss are the second most by any
duo nationally over the last two seasons, while the 31.5 combined sacks are third most.

VENABLES NAMED OU'S 23RD HEAD COACH

» A former 13-year Oklahoma assistant coach who won a national championship with the Sooners and two more
with Clemson during a highly successful 10-year stint as defensive coordinator, Brent Venables was named OU's
23rd head football coach Dec. 5.

» The 51-year-old Venables served as co-defensive coordinator and linebackers coach at OU from 1999-2003 and
as associate head coach, defensive coordinator and linebackers coach from 2004-11 under former head coach Bob
Stoops. Venables has coached in eight national championship games between his time at OU and Clemson, winning
titles with the Sooners in 2000 and Tigers in 2016 and 2018.

» In 26 years as a full-time assistant coach, Venables' teams have 26 winning seasons, won 13 conference titles, have
been to 30 bowl games (includes four College Football Playoff National Championship games) and won at least 10
games 21 times.

» Since joining Clemson prior to the 2012 season, Venables constructed one of the nation’s top defenses. Over the

Defensive Coordinator of the Year in 2014 and Rivals.com’s Recruiter of the Brooks (3,178 yards) ranks fourth
Year in 2015. with his 6.94 yards per carry.

SOONERS 6-1 AGAINST OREGON

» Oklahoma holds a 6-1 series record against Oregon and has outscored
the Ducks by an average score of 33-11in those meetings. OU was coached by Bob Stoops in the last three
matchups, which included two Sooner victories.

» Oregon's lone victory in the series came in the last meeting, a 34-33 outcome in Eugene in 2006. The Sooners
were ranked No. 15 and the Ducks were No. 18.

P The only bowl meeting between the programs came in the 2005 Holiday Bowl when unranked Oklahoma posted a
17-14 win over No. 6 Oregon in San Diego, Calif.

» Stoops' other win against the Ducks came in 2004 when No. 2 OU won 31-7 against unranked Oregon in Norman.
Adrian Peterson carried 24 times for 183 yards and two touchdowns (40 and 18 yards), while Jason White completed
17 of 23 passes for 213 yards and a score.

» With Barry Switzer as head coach in 1975, No. 1 OU beat an unranked Ducks squad 62-7 in Norman in the season
opener. The Sooners, who went on to win their second straight national title, rushed for 544 yards on 91 carries.

» In 1972, which was Chuck Fairbanks' final season as Oklahoma's head coach, the No. 2 Sooners dealt unranked
Oregon a 68-3 defeat in Norman. OU outgained the Ducks 731 yards to 178 (8.4 yards per play to 2.6) and averaged
8.0 yards on its 76 carries (609 rushing yards).

» Head coach Jim Mackenzie led OU to a 17-0 win over Oregon in 1966 in a battle of unranked squads, and Bud
Wilkinson's No. 1 Sooners posted a 6-0 home victory against the unranked Ducks in 1958.

SCOUTING THE DUCKS

» A member of the Pac-12's North Division, Oregon is 10-3 overall and finished 7-2 in Pac-12 regular season play.
The Ducks, who are No. 14 in the CFP rankings and No. 15 in the AP and Coaches polls, lost 38-10 to Utah in the Pac-
12 Championship, and its other defeats were at Utah (38-7 on Nov. 20) and at Stanford (31-24 in overtime on Oct.
2).

» Oregon captured a signature win with a 35-28 victory at then-No. 3 Ohio State on Sept. 11.

» The Ducks rank 45th in scoring offense (31.4 ppg) and 60th in scoring defense (25.5 ypg). They rank 53rd in total
offense (418.0 ypg) and 60th in total defense (371.8 ypg).

» Senior quarterback Anthony Brown, who played his first three seasons at Boston College, has completed 223 of
350 passes (63.7%) for 2,683 yards (206.4 per game) and 15 touchdowns against six interceptions. His 138.8 passing
efficiency rating ranks fifth in the Pac-12. Brown has also rushed 142 times for 637 yards (49.0 per game; 4.5 per
carry) and nine TDs.

» Junior running back Travis Dye has run for a team-high 1,118 yards and 15 touchdowns, and averages 86.0 rushing
yards per game and 5.8 per carry. He is also a threat in the passing game with his team-high 41 receptions for 374
yards and pair of scores.

» Sophomore wide receiver Devon Williams has caught 35 passes for team highs of 557 yards and four touchdowns,
while freshman receiver Kris Hutson (364 yards) and senior receiver Johnny Johnson Il (311 yards) both have 25
grabs and one TD each.

» OU posted a 121-29 (.807) regular season Big 12 record under Stoops,

easily outdistancing the second- and third-best marks (Texas, .693; Kansas

State, .560). He directed the Sooners to a 25-11 (.694) combined record against rivals Oklahoma State (14-4) and
Texas (11-7).

» The Sooners' home performance under Stoops was nothing short of incredible. OU won Stoops' first 37 games
at Gaylord Family — Oklahoma Memorial Stadium and went 101-9 in the venue in his 16 years, with all 110 of those
contests sellouts. The .918 home winning percentage was the best among Power Five programs from 1999-2016
(Ohio State ranked second at .882). Amazingly, Stoops finished with more Big 12 titles than home losses.

NINE SOONERS EARN ALL-BIG 12 HONORS

» Tight end/H-Back Jeremiah Hall and punter Michael Turk were named to the All-Big 12 First Team and Oklahoma
garnered seven All-Big 12 Second Team honors, as announced by the conference office on Dec. 2. Selections were
made by the league’s head coaches, who were not permitted to vote for their own players.

P The seven Sooners named to the All-Big 12 Second Team were linebacker Brian Asamoah, outside linebacker Nik
Bonitto, kicker Gabe Brkic, offensive lineman Marquis Hayes, defensive lineman Isaiah Thomas, safety Delarrin
Turner-Yell and defensive lineman Perrion Winfrey.

» Several Sooners also earned honorable mention recognition: Brkic (special teams player), defensive back Pat
Fields, defensive back Key Lawrence (newcomer), wide receiver Marvin Mims, offensive lineman Chris Murray,
offensive lineman Tyrese Robinson, wide receiver Drake Stoops, linebacker Danny Stutsman (defensive freshman),
quarterback Caleb Williams (offensive freshman and offensive player) and Michael Woods Il (offensive newcomer).

DEFENSE PLAYS BIG HAND IN 18-2 STRETCH

» Oklahoma's defense has figured prominently in the program’s 18-2 record that started on Oct. 10, 2020, against
Texas. Here are some notes pertaining to the stretch:

» The Sooners have held 17 of their last 20 opponents below a 50% third-down conversion rate and 12 of their last 17
opponents have failed to convert more than 33% of third downs. Oklahoma ranks 14th nationally since Oct. 10, 2020,
with its 33.7% opponent third-down conversion rate. (Interestingly, Oregon ranks fourth nationally this season with
its 51.5% offensive third-down conversion rate.)

» OU has totaled 60 sacks over its last 20 games to rank 12th nationally since Oct. 10, 2020. In the same time frame,
the Sooners have recorded 152 tackles for loss (average of 7.6 per game) for a total of 637 lost yards.

» Oklahoma has registered at least one takeaway in 18 straight games and in 19 of the last 20. It is plus-19 in
turnover margin (40 takeaways to 21turnovers) over the last 20 contests.

P The Sooners have 25 interceptions over their last 20 games to rank sixth nationally since Oct. 10, 2020.

P Five Sooners have caught at least 30 passes. Receiver Marvin Mims

is tied for fourth on the squad in receptions (30) but leads the team

with 648 receiving yards (next most is 399). Mims ranks fourth nationally and first in the Big 12 with his 21.6 yards per
catch. All four of his touchdowns this season have come in the last six games (two vs. Texas and two vs. Texas Tech).

» Receivers Mario Williams (33; four TDs) and Michael Woods Il (32; two TDs) rank second and third on the team in
receptions. Tight end/H-back Jeremiah Hall is tied for second with four TD grabs.

» Redshirt junior Kennedy Brooks has handled the most of the rushing workload this season. He leads the team in
carries (184), rushing yards (1,111), rushing yards per game (92.6) and rushing touchdowns (10). He has 793 rushing
yards over the last six contests (113.3 per game).

» Junior running back Eric Gray, a transfer from Tennessee, started OU's first five games and has rushed 70 times
for 330 yards (4.7 per carry; two TDs) and has 18 catches for 204 yards and a touchdown. Walk-ons Jaden Knowles
and Todd Hudson earned carries against Western Carolina and each scored two TDs.

» Redshirt sophomore running back Marcus Major sat out each of OU's first five games this season but was deemed
eligible by the NCAA the day before the Oct. 9 game against Texas. He made his season debut Oct. 16 vs. TCU but
his only carries on the year came Oct. 30 against Texas Tech (five rushes for 29 yards).

OU FOOT NOTES

» One of three Lou Groza Award finalists, redshirt junior Gabe Brkic has made 18 field goals on 23 attempts (.750)
and is tied for the national lead with five makes (on seven tries) from over 50 yards.

» Nationally, only nine field goals have been made from at least 56 yards this season and Brkic has two of the makes
(both 56-yarders). He ranks second nationally with nine makes from 50-plus yards since the start of the 2020 season
(LSU's Cade York has 11), while the player with the next most 50-yarders has six. Brkic's 10 career makes from 50

or farther are the most in OU history (next highest total is four). He also sits atop the Sooners' career chart with 19
makes from at least 40 yards.

» Brkic, who was a 2020 first-team All-Big 12 selection (coaches and AP) and Groza Award semifinalist, is 55 for 67
(.821) on career field goal attempts. The OU career record for field goal percentage is .833 (75 for 90) by Michael
Hunnicutt (2011-14). Brkic has also made all 152 of his PAT tries. Only Austin Seibert (162) has a longer streak of makes
in school history.

» Over the last five seasons, Oklahoma ranks first in the Big 12 and fifth nationally with its 82.5% success rate on
field goal attempts (94 for 114). During the same period, the Sooners rank first nationally in kicking points (639; next
most is 610) and second in PAT conversion percentage among teams with at least 175 attempts, converting 357 of
358 tries (99.7%). Only Virginia Tech (205 of 205) has a higher success rate.

TURK'S KEY LEG

P Redshirt senior punter and Ray Guy Award semifinalist Michael Turk, who transferred to Oklahoma from Arizona
State in August and earned the starting job, is doing things no OU punter has done before.

» Turk is averaging 51.3 yards per punt, a figure that would smash the OU single-season record of 47.8 by Jack Jacobs
in 1940. In fact, the NCAA single-season record for punting average (min. 30 punts) is 51.0 by Texas A&M's Braden
Mann in 2018. Turk's 51.3-yard average would rank second in the NCAA this season if he had enough punts to qualify
for the category (the NCAA minimum is 3.6 punts per game; he is averaging 2.8).

» Nineteen of Turk's 33 punts (57.6%) have gone for at least 50 yards, and eight have gone for at least 60. His
85-yarder vs. Texas is the FBS' second longest this season and tied for the fourth longest over the last 10 years, and is
tied for the third longest in OU history.

» Turk holds five of the top 14 single-game punting averages (min. three punts) in Oklahoma history, including the
best and third-best marks (59.7 vs. TCU and 58.0 vs. Texas).

» The 2019 and '20 first-team All-Pac-12 selection averaged 46.2 yards per punt over the last two seasons at ASU and
totaled 28 boots that went at least 50 yards. In 2019, he set the FBS single-game record by averaging 63.0 yards (on
five punts) vs. Kent State in the season opener.

» Combining his time at ASU and OU, Turk is averaging 47.7 yards per punt (5,435 yards on 114 punts). The FBS
career record (min. 150 punts) is 46.3 yards by West Virginia's Todd Sauerbrun (1991-94).

OU'S BIG 12 DOMINATION CEP APPEARANCES

» Oklahoma's win over lowa State in the 2020 Big 12 Championship
resulted in the Sooners' sixth straight Big 12 title and 14th since 2000 (no
other program has won more than three during the span). For perspective,
the two Power Five programs with the next most conference titles this
millennium are Ohio State (11in Big Ten), Alabama (eight in SEC) and
Oregon (eight in Pac-10/Pac-12).

Oklahoma has made four
appearances in the seven-year
history of the College Football
Playoff, all in the last six seasons.
It is the only Big 12 program to
qualify for the event.

» The Sooners' 14 Big 12 titles are 11 more than the program with the PROGRAM CFPs
next most. Baylor and Texas have won three Big 12 championships and Alabama 7
are followed by Kansas State and Nebraska (two each), and Colorado, Clemson 6
Oklahoma State, TCU and Texas A&M (one each). Colorado and Nebraska Oklahoma 4
left the Big 12 after the 2010 season and Texas A&M departed after the 2011 Ohio State 4
campaign.

» Since 2010, OU has won eight Big 12 titles and is followed by Baylor Notre Dame 2

» Every OU freshman class from 1999-2020 has won at least one Big 12 USC 37
championship and all but the 2011 and 2020 freshman classes have won at

least two. The 2015, 2016 and 2017 freshman classes each won four Big 12

titles.

» OU leads the nation with its 50 all-time conference titles. It is followed by Nebraska (46), Michigan (43), Ohio
State (39) and USC (37).

FIELDS FINALIST FOR CAMPBELL, WUERFFEL, WITTEN AWARDS

» Senior safety Pat Fields capped his OU career by being named a finalist for each of three prestigious awards that
emphasize off-the-field achievements more than those on the field. The William V. Campbell Trophy — the "Academic
Heisman" — goes to the absolute best football scholar-athlete in the nation, the Wuerffel Trophy recognizes the

FBS player who best exhibits exemplary community service and the Jason Witten Collegiate Man of the Year
acknowledges the player who displays the outstanding leadership on and off the field.

» As one of 13 finalists for the Campbell Trophy, Fields is part of the National Football Foundation Scholar-Athlete
Class and will receive an $18,000 postgraduate scholarship. Former OU center Ty Darlington won the award in 20715.

p Fields was one of three finalists for the Wuerffel Trophy, and was aiming to become OU's third recipient
(Darlington in 2015 and center Gabe lkard in 2013 won the award).

P Fields entered the fall semester with a 3.82 GPA while simultaneously pursuing a Bachelor of Business
Administration degree in accounting and a master’s degree in accounting. He received both degrees this month.

» A three-time first-team Academic All-Big 12 honoree, Fields is a 2021 first-team Academic All-American. He was
a 2020 second-team Academic All-American and a 2020 and '21 Academic All-District selection. He was also a
recipient of the Dr. Gerald Lage Academic Achievement Award, OU’s Dan Gibbons Outstanding Scholar Athlete of
the Year Award and the 2020 Cotton Bowl's Dan S. Petty Scholar-Athlete Award.

» OU's 2021 Big 12 Male Sportsperson of the Year Award nominee, Fields has twice been elected as a team captain
by his teammates. He has worked as part of the leadership team of OU athletes that promoted social justice
initiatives, voting education and voting registration, and served a two-year term as one of two student-athletes
nationally who served on the NCAA Division | Football Oversight and Competition Committee.

p Fields has focused much of his time and energy on bettering situations for youth and young adults in his
hometown of Tulsa. He founded “Town Business,” a financial literacy seminar that teaches high school football
student-athletes about budgeting, money management, credit and personal branding. He also founded the Black
Wall Street Scholarship to establish an endowment to provide scholarships for underrepresented and lower income
students from Tulsa. He also coordinated a back-to-school event and football camp in July for economically
vulnerable elementary school students in his hometown.

COLLEGE FOOTBALL'S BEST

» During the modern era of college football (since the end of World War II), the Sooners are the nation’s No. 1team
with more wins (683) than any other program (next most is 645 by Alabama).

» Oklahoma is the highest-scoring program in college football history with 37,317 points (in 1,311 games).

» OU leads all FBS programs with 50 all-time conference championships. The rest of the top five includes Nebraska
(46), Michigan (43), Ohio State (39) and USC (37). The Sooners' 14 league titles since 2000 are the most among
Power Five programs (Ohio State ranks second with 11).

» No program has more all-time 10-win seasons than Oklahoma, which is tied with Alabama with 41 (OU has a
nation-leading 18 10-win campaigns since 2000). In addition, OU’s 26 seasons with at least 11 wins are the most in
college football history.

» Since former head coach Bob Stoops arrived in Norman in 1999, OU leads all Power Five conference programs in
wins (245; next most is 242 by Ohio State) and points scored (11,729; next most is 10,687 by Oregon).

» Quarterbacks Baker Mayfield and Kyler Murray became Oklahoma's sixth and seventh Heisman Trophy winners
in 2017 and "18, respectively, moving the Sooners into a tie with Notre Dame and Ohio State for the most Heisman
winners. Other OU winners were QB Sam Bradford in 2008, QB Jason White in 2003, RB Billy Sims in 1978, RB
Steve Owens in 1969 and RB Billy Vessels in 1952.

» Quarterback Jalen Hurts was the 2019 Heisman Trophy runner-up and became Oklahoma'’s 11th Heisman finalist,
tied with Alabama for most of any school (finalists were first named in 1982). Miami (Fla.) ranks third with nine
finalists, Florida ranks fourth with eight and Ohio State ranks fifth with seven.

P OU boasts a nation-leading 10 Heisman finalists in the last 21 years (since 2000). Alabama ranks second with nine
while Ohio State and Stanford rank third with five each.

» Oklahoma is the only program to ever produce five Heisman finalists in a four-year period (Hurts in 2019 [runner-
up], Murray in 2018 [won], Mayfield in 2017 [won] and Mayfield [finished third] and receiver Dede Westbrook
[finished fourth] in 2016). With Mayfield's and Murray's wins, OU is the only program to produce different
quarterback winners in consecutive seasons.

» OU is tied for the most Heisman runners-up, as well (six). OU's second-place Heisman finishers were Kurt Burris
(1954), Greg Pruitt (1972), Sims (1979), Josh Heupel (2000), Adrian Peterson (2004) and Hurts (2019).

» Oklahoma has produced four Heisman Trophy winners in the last 19 years. Only four other programs have
produced four winners ever (Notre Dame and Ohio State seven, USC six and Alabama four).

» An OU quarterback finished in the top four of Heisman voting in five consecutive years (Mayfield fourth in 2015,
third in 2016 and first in 2017; Murray first in 2018; Hurts second in 2019).

2020 BOWL RECAP

» Oklahoma set bowl game program records for points and total yards, tied its record for bowl game margin of
victory and set a Cotton Bowl standard for yards per rush in a 55-20 season-ending win over No. 10 Florida last year.

» The Sooners compiled 684 yards of total offense and a season-high 10.5 yards per play. Their 10.9 yards per carry
represented the second-highest figure in any game in school history. OU's 435 rushing yards were its second most in
a bowl game and its most in any contest since 2014. It gained 409 total yards (307 rushing) in the second half alone.

» Rhamondre Stevenson (186) and Marcus Major (110) each ran for over 100 yards and all six Sooners who carried
the ball registered their season-long rush. Meanwhile, Spencer Rattler completed 14 of 23 passes for 247 yards and
three touchdowns and ran for a score.

» OU intercepted Heisman Trophy finalist Kyle Trask three times in the first quarter. Tre Norwood's pick-six on
Florida's first possession gave the Sooners a 14-0 lead just 2:38 into the game. He was named defensive MVP while
Stevenson got the offensive nod. Linebacker Brian Asamoah and cornerback Woodi Washington logged OU's other
interceptions.

EXTRA POINTS

P The Sooners' 17-game winning streak that was snapped Nov. 13 at Baylor was the seventh longest in program
history and OU's longest since winning 20 straight over the 2000 and '01 seasons. It was also the longest active
streak in the country. Prior to the Baylor contest, OU's last loss had come on Oct. 3, 2020, at lowa State.

» Oklahoma has registered winning streaks of at least seven games in a school-record seven straight seasons. The
previous program record for seven-game winning streaks was six consecutive campaigns (1953-58) under Bud
Wilkinson. Since 1980, only Boise State (11 straight seasons; 2002-12) and Alabama (10 straight seasons; 2011-20)
have also posted winning streaks of at least seven games in seven consecutive years.

» Oklahoma has already set the single-season school record with six wins by seven or fewer points (previous record
was five in 2010 and 2019).

» The Sooners are 23-7 all-time as the No. 14-ranked team in the AP poll (1-1 at neutral sites). OU’s only two neutral
site games as the AP’s No. 14 team were in the 1947 Gator Bowl (34-13 win over North Carolina State in Jacksonville,
Fla.) and in 2006 (28-10 loss to No. 7 Texas in Dallas).

P Redshirt senior linebacker Bryan Mead played in his 56th career game Sept. 25 against West Virginia to break the
previous school record of 55 games that was held by former quarterback and holder Connor McGinnis. Mead has
now played in 64 contests. The Alamo Bow! will mark his final collegiate outing.

» The Sooners have outscored their opponents 129-43 in the second quarter this season and 117-54 in the third
quarter. OU has been outscored 101-97 in the first quarter.

» Co-offensive coordinator and inside receivers coach Cale Gundy is OU's all-time leader in victories (276) as a
player (31) and/or coach (245). Barry Switzer ranks second with 215, all as an assistant or head coach.

P The Sooners entered the season tied with Clemson for the second-longest streak of New Year’s Six bowl
appearances (six). They trailed Ohio State (seven) and were followed by Georgia (four), Florida (three) and Oregon
(two). From that list, only Ohio State (Rose) and Georgia (Orange) are in a New Year's Six bowl this year.

» OU is the only program that has produced at least four NFL Draft picks each of the last 14 years.

P Bob Stoops is the winningest coach in Oklahoma history at 190-48 (.798).
» Won more games in his first 18 years than any college coach.

P Reached 150 wins in 187 games (sixth fastest all-time)

P Led the Sooners to a school-record 18 consecutive bowl games (the
previous record was eight under Barry Switzer). Never had an OU
coach taken even his first three teams to bowls.

» Was the only coach in the BCS era to win a national championship
and every BCS bowl| game (Fiesta, Orange, Rose, Sugar).

P Since he took over at OU in 1999, coached Sooners to more wins
than any other Power Five program during that time span.

» Under his direction, Oklahoma averaged 10.5 wins per season.

P Had 14 seasons of 10-plus wins, most of any FBS coach from 2000-16.
P OU was 60-30 (.667) vs. AP Top 25 teams in the Stoops era. The win
percentage was the best in the country during the span.

» From 1999-16, only Alabama (129) had more AP top-five
appearances than OU's 123. Following OU was Ohio State (109), USC
(87) and Florida State (83).

» Owned a 101-9 home record, including a school-record 39-game
winning streak (ninth longest in FBS history) and two 19-game strings.
» OU was a combined 25-11 under Stoops against their two biggest
rivals (14-4 vs. Oklahoma State and 11-7 against Texas).

CONFERENCE SUPREMACY

» Stoops has coached OU to 10 Big 12 championships. No other
program has won more than two Big 12 titles in his 18 seasons.

» Owns a 72-19 overall mark since 2010 and a 49-13 league record,
both of which are the best of any Big 12 team during that span.

P Has guided the Sooners to more wins against AP Top 25 teams
(23) than any Big 12 program since 2010. OU is the only program in
the conference with a winning record in such games (23-14).

PLAYER DEVELOPMENT

» Stoops has produced 37 first-team All-Americans, two AP Players of
the Year and 79 NFL Draft picks as OU’s head coach.

» Coached two Heisman Trophy winners (Jason White in 2003, Sam
Bradford in 2008) and seven Heisman finalists (most from 1999-2016).
» Two different Sooners claimed the following awards while he
coached at OU: Nagurski (Roy Williams, Derrick Strait), Thorpe (Roy
Williams, Derrick Strait) and Butkus (Rocky Calmus, Teddy Lehman).

during a highly successful 10-year stint as
defensive coordinator, Brent Venables was named OU's
23rd head football coach Dec. 5, 2021.

The 51-year-old Venables served as co-defensive
coordinator and linebackers coach at Oklahoma from
1999-2003 and as associate head coach, defensive
coordinator and linebackers coach from 2004-11 under
former head coach Bob Stoops. Venables has coached in
eight national championship games between his time at OU
and Clemson, winning titles with the Sooners in 2000 and
Tigers in 2016 and 2018. In 26 years as a full-time assistant
coach, Venables' teams have 26 winning seasons, won 13
conference titles, have been to 30 bowl games (includes
four College Football Playoff National Championship
games) and won at least 10 games 21 times.

Since joining Clemson prior to the 2012 season, Venables
constructed one of the nation's top defenses. Over the
last 10 years, the Tigers rank first nationally in sacks (445;
next most is 392) and opponent third-down conversion
percentage (30.2%), second in opponent pass efficiency
rating (111.1) and takeaways (244; tied), third in scoring
defense (17.8 ppg) and opponent completion percentage
(53.3), fourth in total defense (311.4 ypg) and pass defense
(190.5 ypQ), fifth in interceptions (148) and sixth in rushing
defense (120.9 ypg). They won conference titles each year
from 2015-20.

Since 2000, Venables has coached eight national award
winners and 16 consensus All-Americans. In that time, 57
defensive players under his guidance have been selected in
the NFL Draft (12 first-rounders), including 15 linebackers,
two of whom were first-round picks.

As a defensive coordinator and linebackers coach, Venables
has produced winners of three Butkus Awards (OU's Rocky
Calmus in 2001 and Teddy Lehman in 2003, and CU's Isaiah
Simmons in 2019), two Nagurski Awards (OU's Roy Williams
in 2001 and Derrick Strait in 2003), two Thorpe Awards
(Williams in 2001 and Strait in 2003) and one Bednarik
Award (Lehman in 2003). And in 2018, Clemson defensive
tackle Christian Wilkins became the school's first winner of
William V. Campbell Trophy, also known as the "Academic
Heisman."

Venables has received national accolades for his coaching
and recruiting. He received the Frank Broyles Award in 2016
as the nation's top assistant coach after being named a
finalist in 2015. He was named FootballScoop's Defensive
Coordinator of the Year in 2014 and Rivals.com's Recruiter
of the Year in 2015.

Venables' defensive units have been remarkably consistent
over the last decade. Each of the last eight Clemson
defenses have ranked in the top 15 nationally in yards
allowed and seven of the last eight have ranked in the top
20 in points allowed. Over the last eight years, his units
have ranked first (in 2014), 10th, eighth, fourth, fifth, sixth,
15th and ninth (this season) in total defense. Additionally,
his units ranked first or second in the ACC in total defense
each of the last eight years (ranked first in six of those
seasons).

Under Venables' tutelage this year, Clemson ranks second
nationally in scoring defense (15.0 ppg) and red zone
defense (62.1 conversion percentage), fourth in sacks (3.4
per game), eighth in rushing defense (98.8 ypg) and ninth
in total defense (308.4 ypg).

Venables' 2020 Clemson defense tied for the national lead
with 46 sacks, despite no player producing more than 4.5
sacks individually. His 2019 unit allowed fewer than 300
yards of total offense in each of its first 12 games of the
season, the first defense nationally since at least 1996 to
accomplish that feat. Clemson held 16 straight opponents
to 20 or fewer points across the 2018-19 seasons, the best
streak at the school since the 1937-40 seasons.

Clemson's 2018 squad led the nation in scoring defense (13.1
ppg) for the first time in school history and set a program
record by recording 54 sacks.

Venables' Clemson defenses have ranked among the top

10 nationally in sacks each year since 2014 and ranked in
the top 10 in tackles for loss from 2013-20. The units led

the nation in TFLs every year from 2013-16. The Tigers also
ranked among the top 50 nationally in takeaways in each of
his 10 seasons.

From 1999-2011, Venables helped Oklahoma to the 2000
national championship, three other national championship
game appearances (2003, '04 and '08) and seven Big 12
titles. He was a finalist for the Broyles Award in 2006 when
OU led the Big 12 in total defense and scoring defense.

Oklahoma linebackers under Venables' direction earned
three Big 12 Defensive Player of the Year awards, five Big
12 Defensive Newcomer of the Year accolades and six
first-team All-America honors. Ten of his OU linebackers -
and 31 Sooner defensive players overall - were taken in the
2000-12 NFL Drafts.

While Venables was at Oklahoma, the Sooners ranked
among the top 16 nationally in total defense eight times
(including each year from 2000-06) and among the top 20
in scoring defense eight times. OU led the Big 12 in scoring
defense on four occasions (2000, '04, '06, '11) and topped
the league in total defense three times (2003, '04, '06).

Prior to joining Stoops' first staff at Oklahoma, Venables
coached linebackers at Kansas State (1996-98), holding the
title of defensive running game coordinator in 1998, and
served as a graduate assistant at K-State under Bill Snyder
from 1993-95.

As a player at Kansas State (1991-92), Venables earned
honorable mention All-Big Eight honors in 1992 after
registering 124 tackles. He began his collegiate career at
Garden City (Kan.) Community College (1989-90), where
he earned All-America honors after recording 276 tackles.

A native of Salina, Kan., Venables received his bachelor's
degree in political science from Kansas State in 1992. He
and his wife Julie have four children: sons Jake and Tyler
and daughters Laney and Addie.

23-0 in the second quarter and withstood a late Green Wave rally in a 40-35 home victory.
The game was originally scheduled to be played in New Orleans but was moved after
Hurricane Ida moved across Louisiana the Sunday before the contest.

Quarterback Spencer Rattler completed 30 of 39 passes for 304 yards and a
touchdown and added a rushing score. Marvin Mims caught five passes for a game-high
117 yards while receiver Mario Williams, in his first career game, caught six balls for 37
yards, including a six-yard touchdown. Running back Kennedy Brooks rushed 14 times for
87 yards (6.2 average) and a TD in his first contest since the 2019 season.

Safety Delarrin Turner-Yell recorded a game-high 10 tackles and paced an OU defense
that forced and recovered three Tulane fumbles.

Gabe Brkic tied an FBS record with his three field goal makes of at least 50 yards (51,
56 and 55). No Sooner had ever made more than one 50-plus-yard field goal in a game.

NORMAN — No. 4/4 Oklahoma outgained Western Carolina 624 yards to 178 in a 76-0
home victory in front of Gaylord Family — Oklahoma Memorial Stadium'’s first full crowd
since the 2019 season. It was OU's most points since a 77-0 win over Texas A&M and
marked the program's second shutout in two seasons (blanked Missouri State 48-0 in last
year's opener).

OU finished with 347 passing yards and 277 rushing yards in pushing its winning streak
to 10 games, tied for second longest nationally.

In one half of action, quarterback Spencer Rattler completed 20 of 26 passes for 243
yards and five touchdowns without an interception. Eleven receivers caught at least one
pass in the first half as the Sooners took a 45-0 advantage to the locker room.

Three OU players (receiver Jadon Haselwood and walk-on running backs Jadon
Knowles and Todd Hudson) recorded two touchdowns each. They were the second and
third of Haselwood's OU career and first two each for Knowles and Hudson.

OU registered four sacks and eight tackles for loss on the night. Redshirt
freshman safety Bryson Washington had a fumble recovery and an interception.

NORMAN — No. 3/3 Oklahoma was held to its lowest point total since the 2016 season
opener but still downed Nebraska 23-16 in Norman for its fifth win in its last six meetings
with the Huskers. It was the programs’ first meeting since the 2010 Big 12 Championship
Game and came during the 50th-anniversary season of the 1971 "Game of the Century."

OU’s defense registered season highs of 10 tackles for loss and five sacks and held a
NU squad that was averaging 513.7 yards per game over its first three contests to 384. The
Sooners limited the Huskers to 95 rushing yards (2.5 per carry).

After Nebraska scored a touchdown with eight seconds left in the third quarter to
trim the Sooners' lead to 14-9, defensive lineman Isaiah Coe blocked the PAT attempt
and safety Pat Fields returned it 100 yards for a 16-9 lead. Later, cornerback D.J. Graham
registered a dazzling one-handed, fourth-quarter interception deep in OU territory to
preserve a 23-9 advantage.

Nik Bonitto led the OU with 3.0 tackles for loss and 2.0 sacks, while Jalen Redmond
finished with 2.0 TFLs and 1.5 sack. LB DaShaun White logged a team-high 10 tackles.

Spencer Rattler completed 24 of 34 passes (70.5%) for 214 yards and a touchdown
(1-yarder to Jeremiah Hall in third quarter) and ran for a 1-yard score on the game’s
opening possession.

Eric Gray (84 yards) and Kennedy Brooks (75 yards) combined for 159 rushing yards
on 29 carries (5.5 average), while receiver Jadon Haselwood caught a career-high-tying
six passes for 61 yards.

OU’s 23 points were its fewest in a win since beating TCU 20-17 in 2013 in Norman.

NORMAN — Gabe Brkic kicked a 30-yard field goal with no time remaining to lift No. 4/3
Oklahoma to a 16-13 home win over West Virginia in Norman. The play marked OU's first-
ever game-winning kick with zeroes on the clock and gave the Sooners their only lead of
the evening.

On a night that yielded few offensive yards or big plays for either team, OU outgained
WVU 313-226 (4.9 yards per play to 3.6). The Sooners gained just 57 yards on the ground
but held the Mountaineers to 47.

With the game tied at 13, the Sooners took possession on their own 8-yard line with
3:39 left in the fourth quarter and proceeded to go 80 yards on 14 plays to set up Brkic for
his third field goal of the game.

West Virginia gained 75 yards on its first possession and took a 7-0 lead, but registered
only 151 yards the rest of the night (62 in the second half and -9 in the fourth quarter).
WVU converted 4 of 5 third downs in the first quarter but was O for 9 over the final three.

OU quarterback Spencer Rattler completed 26 of 36 passes (72.2%) for 256 yards and
a touchdown to improve to 13-2 as a starter. He was 6 for 6 for 54 yards on the game-
winning drive and completed 15 of his final 16 attempts.

Michael Woods Il caught a career-high eight passes for 86 yards while Austin Stogner
caught the TD pass, a 5-yarder on OU's opening drive.

Linebacker Brian Asamoah and safety Pat Fields led the Sooners with nine tackles
apiece and safety Delarrin Turner-Yell registered his second career interception on the first
play of the second quarter.

MANHATTAN, Kan. — Oklahoma took a 34-17 lead with 9:49 left in the fourth quarter and
held on for a 37-31 win at Kansas State to record its 27th victory in its last 29 true road
games and 13th straight triumph overall.

The Sooners were particularly effective in the second and third quarters, gaining 308
yards and outscoring the Wildcats 24-10 in those two periods.

Spencer Rattler completed 22 of 25 passes for 243 yards and two touchdowns on the
day. His TD passes went to tight end/H-back Jeremiah Hall (second of season, 10th of
career) and receiver Mike Woods (second as a Sooner, 12th of career). Hall also rushed for
his first career TD on a four-yard play in the second quarter.

Qutside linebacker Nik Bonitto's 70-yard fumble return (fumble forced by defensive
end Reggie Grimes) on the game's opening possession set a record for longest in program
history. Bonitto's fumble recovery was his second of season and set up a 40-yard Gabe
Brkic field goal for a 3-0 lead.

Brkic made all three of his field goal attempts, also connecting from 27 and 47 yards.
He has a school-record 17 career makes from at least 40 yards.

The win was the 50th in the head coaching career of Lincoln Riley in just 58 outings.
Only College Football Hall of Famer Barry Switzer (56 games) reached 50 career wins
faster at OU (Bud Wilkinson also it in 58 games while Bob Stoops did it in 59).

DALLAS — No. 6/4 Oklahoma rallied from a 28-7 first-quarter deficit and a 41-23 hole
with 2:45 remaining in the fourth quarter to post a 55-48 win over No. 21/23 Texas at the
Cotton Bowl. The 21-point deficit marked OU's largest overcome in victory in the series
and tied for the second largest in any win in program history. The 103 points were the
most ever in the series.

Freshman Caleb Williams took over quarterback responsibilities in the middle of the
second quarter and led OU to scores on seven of its final nine possessions. He accounted
for 300 total yards (212 passing, 88 rushing) on the day, threw for two touchdowns and
ran for a 66-yard score. Marvin Mims (14 and 52 yards) caught the two TD passes.

Kennedy Brooks ran for a career-high 217 yards and scored OU’s last two touchdowns
— an 18-yarder with 7:10 remaining that gave the Sooners their first lead (48-41) and a
33-yard burst with three seconds left that was the game-winner.

NORMAN — Caleb Williams became the first Oklahoma true freshman to start a game
at quarterback since 1990 (fifth OU true freshman QB starter overall) and led the No. 4
Sooners to a 52-31 win over TCU for their nation-leading 15th straight victory.

Williams completed 18 of 23 passes for 295 yards (261 in the first half) and four
touchdowns and ran nine times for 66 yards and a score (41-yard rush). His 295 passing
yards and four passing TDs both set OU true freshman records.

Jadon Haselwood entered the game with three career receiving touchdowns and had
three on the night (11,16 and 7 yards). Senior Michael Woods Il had three receptions for a
team-high 75 yards and Marvin Mims had two for 56.

Kennedy Brooks turned in his second straight and 11th career 100-yard rushing
performance, running 20 times for 153 yards (7.6 per carry) and a TD on the games
opening possession. Eric Gray added his first rushing TD as a Sooner with a two-yard
carry late in the fourth quarter.

Michael Turk set a school record with his 59.7 average on three punts. The first-year
Sooner had punts of 55, 63 and 61 yards to break the previous record of 58.8 yards per
punt by Tress Way vs. Oklahoma State in 2009.

LAWRENCE, Kan. — For the first time since the 2014 Russell Athletic Bowl vs. Clemson,
Oklahoma was held scoreless in the first half, but the No. 3/2 Sooners registered
touchdowns on all five of their second-half possessions to post a 35-23 win at Kansas.

OU, which trailed 10-0 at halftime, ran only 17 plays in the first half but was led in the
second by freshman quarterback Caleb Williams, who made his first road start. Williams
completed 15 of 20 passes for 178 yards and two touchdowns on the day and ran eight
times for 70 yards and a score. He figured prominently in two gigantic fourth-quarter,
fourth-down plays, scoring from 40 yards on a 4th-and-3 with OU leading 21-17 midway
through the fourth quarter and then gaining a first down on a 4th-and 1 play after taking
the ball away from rusher Kennedy Brooks, who was about to be tackled for a loss.
Brooks, who finished with 79 rushing yards and two TDs, scored seven plays later for the
final points of the game.

In his second career start, sophomore safety Key Lawrence recorded a career-
high eight tackles (tied Brian Asamoah for team high), two tackles for loss and a
forced fumble in the fourth quarter that OU recovered and led to a touchdown.

The Sooners gained 320 of their 398 total yards in the second half, including 213 of
their 220 rushing yards and 107 of their 178 passing yards.

The win was OU's 16th straight and its 28th in its last 30 true road games.

NORMAN — Caleb Williams completed 23 of 30 passes for 402 yards and passed for an
Oklahoma-freshman-record-tying six touchdowns, and the OU defense registered three
takeaways in a 52-21 home win over Texas Tech. The Sooners averaged a season-high 9.8
yards per play in earning their 10th straight victory over the Red Raiders.

Receivers Marvin Mims (135) and Mario Williams (100) both cracked the century
mark for receiving yards. Mims caught TD passes of 67 yards (OU's longest play from
scrimmage to date on the season) and 43 yards, while Williams caught a 22-yard score.
Brayden Willis (8 yards), Drake Stoops (12 yards), Austin Stogner (9 yards) and Brian
Darby (42 yards) registered OU's other four receiving touchdowns. Darby's TD reception
came from the arm of Spencer Rattler, who played the Sooners' final two series of the day
and completed all five of his passes for 67 yards.

OU registered two interceptions (safety Pat Fields' first of season and second of career
and defensive back Justin Broiles' first of career) and a fumble recovery (strip sack by
Isaiah Thomas; he also recovered the ball) while not committing a turnover. The Sooners
were 4 for 6 on third-down conversions and held Tech to a 4-for-13 mark.

Kicker Gabe Brkic made his lone field goal try, a 53-yarder, to improve to 5 for 6 from
50-plus yards this season.

WACO, Texas — No. 8/4/4 Oklahoma dropped a 27-14 decision at No. 13/18/18 Baylor,
snapping the nation's longest winning streak, which had stood at 17 games. OU's loss also
halted its seven-game winning streak against the Bears.

The Sooners were held to their lowest point total and fewest offensive yards since
2014 in sustaining their first defeat in 406 days. Baylor held the Sooners to 260 yards and
4.9 yards per play, and registered a pair of interceptions. OU was 13 for 24 through the air
(54.1%) for 178 yards and rushed 29 times for 82 yards (2.8 average).

After a scoreless first quarter, OU took a 7-0 lead on a two-yard Caleb Williams rush
with 10:20 left in the second quarter. The game was tied 7-7 at halftime and OU was down
just 10-7 entering the fourth quarter, but Baylor quarterback Gerry Bohanon ran for five-
and 14-yard scores to put the Bears up 24-7 with 3:57 remaining.

Williams finished 9 for 18 for 142 yards and threw OU's two interceptions. Spencer
Rattler entered the game late in the third quarter for two drives and completed four of his
six passes for 36 yards. Williams returned for the offense's final posession, a four-play 75-
yard drive that featured a 50-yard completion to Jadon Haselwood and culminated with
a one-yard rushing touchdown by Kennedy Brooks. Brooks carried 14 times for 55 yards,
while receiver Michael Woods I, who missed the previous two games with an injury, led
the Sooners with four catches for 53 yards.

OU registered a season-high 11.0 tackles for loss (2.0 by Jalen Redmond and 1.5 each
by Brian Asamoah, Nik Bonitto and Perrion Winfrey). Asamoah led the team with a
career-high 14 tackles (eight solo) and forced a fumble, while Delarrin Turner-Yell recorded
his second interception of the season and third of his career.

NORMAN — Quarterback Caleb Williams ran for a 74-yard touchdown and threw for an
11-yard score, defensive lineman Jalen Redmond returned a fumble 42 yards for a TD and
Oklahoma's defense held an lowa State team that entered the game averaging 434.7
yards per contest to 361 (4.1 per play) in a 28-21 senior day win in Norman. In his final
career home contest, safety Pat Fields ended the game with an interception at the OU
3-yard line with 15 seconds remaining.

Redmond's scoop-and-score was one of three Oklahoma takeaways on the day
and gave the Sooners a 14-7 lead with nine seconds left in the first half. Redmond also
registered 1.5 tackles for loss (one sack) and a career-high four quarterback hurries,
Oklahoma's most since 2017.

Safety Delarrin Turner-Yell led the Sooners with a career-high 11 tackles and registered
his third interception of the season and fourth of his career. Defensive back Key Lawrence
added seven stops, a sack for 18 yards and two forced fumbles (including the one on
which Redmond scored).

Running back Kennedy Brooks carried 17 times for 115 yards (6.8 average), his third
100-yard rushing game of the season and 11th of his career. He became the 11th Sooner
with 3,000 career rushing yards. Eric Gray's 7-yard TD rush with 5:06 left to give OU a
28-14 lead.

The Sooners only completed nine passes on the day, with freshman Mario Williams
making the touchdown reception (his fourth of the season) to give them a 21-7 lead with
4:02 left in the third quarter.

Michael Turk punted a season-high six times and averaged 54.8 yards per boot. Five
of his punts went at least 48 yards, four went at least 56 yards and three went over 60
yards (long of 63).

STILLWATER, Okla. — No. 10/10/9 Oklahoma held a 33-24 lead early in the fourth quarter
at No. 7/7/7 Oklahoma State but failed to score again in a 37-33 defeat that eliminated the
Sooners from the Big 12 Championship game, snapping a streak of six straight league titles.

OU outgained OSU 441 yards to 354, registered three takeaways and held Cowboys
leading rusher Jaylen Warren to 56 yards on 17 carries, but couldn't punch the ball in the
end zone on its final drive and lost for the first time in the Bedlam Series since 2014.

Caleb Williams completed 20 of 39 passes for 252 yards and three touchdowns without
an interception for the Sooners, and his 56-yard rush to the OSU 24-yard line with less than
a minute left gave OU hope for the comeback win. Three incompletions and a sack on the
next four plays ended those chances, however.

Williams' TD passes all came in the first half and went to Brian Darby (11 yards; second
of season), Austin Stogner (29 yards; third of season) and Brayden Willis (10 yards;
second of season). Stogner caught three passes for a season-high 61 yards and Jeremiah
Hall registered team highs of four catches and 76 receiving yards (a career high).

Kennedy Brooks turned in his fourth 100-yard rushing game of the year, carrying 22
times for a game-high 139 yards. It was his third 100-yard performance in three career
games against the Cowboys.

Linebacker Brian Asamoah paced OU with 11 tackles while Woodi Washington
registered both of the Sooners' interceptions, each of which led to a touchdown.
